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“The centre—periphery (or core—periphery) model is a spatial metaphor
which describes and attempts to explain the structural relationship between
the advanced or metropolitan ‘centre’ and a less developed ‘periphery’, ei-
ther within a particular country or (more commonly) as applied to the rela-
tionship between capitalist and developing societies” (Scott 2014: 67).

The model, predominantly used in sociology and economy, is often ap-
plied in the context of the Roman empire — the newly established provinces
were the periphery, which received impulses of Roman culture and way of
life from the centre, i.e., Rome (See Haselgrove 1987; Sommer 2012).

The Romans recognised the therapeutic qualities of mineral springs. Re-
cent years have seen significant growth in the interest in their use in the Ro-
man empire. The new data accumulated due to several recent archaeological
projects has shed light on this fascinating phenomenon. However, it has also
raised an important question: where is the centre and where is the periphery
of Roman thermalism? The presumptive answer is that Rome was the centre
from which thermalism spread to the provinces of the Empire along with
Roman culture and the Roman way of life.
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Whether this is valid for the development of thermalism in Thrace is a
complex issue which demands a thorough evaluation of the evidence about
the use of mineral water in the province. This task is impossible to achieve
in the limited space of a paper. Therefore, the present article will focus on
the methodology used to study thermalism in Italy and some Western Euro-
pean provinces of the Roman empire. The study evaluates the approach and
confronts it with the data from Thrace. It aims to establish whether the same
methods can be applied in the study of thermal sites in Thrace and what the
confrontation of the information regarding thermalism in different areas of
the Empire tells us about the phenomenon in Thrace.

The methodological framework for studying Roman thermal sites in It-
aly was established as part of the research project conducted jointly by the
universities of Parma, Verona, and Genoa in 2008-2012. The same approach
was later applied by C. Zanetti and M. Marcato in their dissertations respec-
tively on Raetia, Germania Superior and Inferior (Zanetti 2017), on the one
hand, and Gallia Lugdunensis and Narbonensis, Aquitania and the Maritime,
Graian, Cottian and Pennine Alps (Marcato 2017), on the other. The method
is interdisciplinary in nature and takes into consideration the archaeological,
epigraphic, and literary evidence (Zanetti, Marcato 2016: 381-382).

The study method consisted of several steps. Firstly, the sites were sub-
jected to initial evaluation consisting of creating a thorough list of possible
thermal sites, being based upon present-day spa resorts, amongst other cri-
terias. The acquired list was then shortened to places with a specific type of
water’ and where evidence of their use in Antiquity was attested. The sites
were then entered into a database, which made the data easier to analyse
(Zanetti, Marcato 2016: 381-383).

The stages outlined above follow the obvious and logical approach of
meticulous data gathering, ensuring the database’s high quality. The broad
scope is understandable, as only a reliable and complete dataset can be a
foundation for well-grounded analyses. Nevertheless, it should be noted that
even though modern spa resorts are indeed the apparent starting point for

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such research, they must be evaluated cautiously. Not all mineral springs ex-
isting today were there in the Roman period. Some have since dried up, and
new ones have appeared. This is especially valid for Thrace, a region situat-
ed in a zone with intense tectonic activity and frequent earthquakes known
to affect both the existence and flow rates of springs. The latter is evident
from information and observations dating to the 19" and 20™ centuries (See
PagocaaBoB 1918: 99). In fact, in his work on mines, quarries, and mineral
springs in Sofia region B. Radoslavov devotes an entire chapter to the fluctu-
ations in the flow rates resulting from the earthquake on October 18", 1917
(PagocaaBoB 1918: 165-167). Earthquakes could also cause the drying up of
springs, as illustrated by the source at Merichleri (Haskovo region) after a se-
ries of earthquakes with high magnitude in 1928 (A3manoB 1940: 130-131).

The created list of potential thermal sites used in the Roman period was
next subjected to verification. C. Zanetti and M. Marcato point out some
difficulties in this regard, namely the outdated documentation or the lack
thereof altogether (Zanetti, Marcato 2016: 384). In my study on thermalism
in Thrace, I have encountered the same obstacles, which determine that de-
ciding to include or exclude a site is often not straightforward. This is due,
on the one hand, to the poor state of preservation and study of the antiquities
around mineral springs, and, on the other, to the insufficient documentation
of the works carried out in or around the springs.

A significant portion of the mineral springs in the territory of Roman
Thrace are still in use today. In many instances, modern installations have
destroyed any remains of earlier occupation. This is, in fact, a common fea-
ture for thermal sites throughout the Empire (Gonzalez Soutelo 2014: 289;
Marcato 2017: 45). However, sometimes, we are faced not with a lack of data
but the exact opposite — there are several contradictory accounts of what was
or was not found at the spring. Such is the case of Slivenski mineralni bani
(Sliven region). The modern catchment of the spring was built in 1898. The
earliest reports from several years after the construction do not mention an-
ything about Roman artefacts or structures (BankoB 1903; Ko3zapoB 1903).
However, a 1911 publication notes the existence of Ottoman and probably
even older buildings (Ta6akoB 1911: 610-611). A. Azmanov mentions that
they are of Roman date (A3manoB 1940: 75), and P. Deliradev writes about
Roman catchment installations and pipelines, as well as Roman and Byzan-
tine coins near a second spring (AeaupageB 1953: 254-255).

Frequently, there is mention of small finds discovered in a spring. Never-
theless, no information is available on their present location, which makes
it impossible to verify the data or study the artefacts. One such instance in-
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cludes the spring at Merichleri, where a relief with the image of the Nymphs
and Latin inscriptions were reportedly found during works on the spring.
However, their location at the time of the publication is cited as unknown
(CmotiueB, KaueB-bypcku 1928: 13).

Another setback is the nature of the publications describing the discover-
ies made during construction works on springs in the late 19" and the first
half of the 20™ century. Only very few of them are produced by archaeolo-
gists, e.g. B. Filov’s short accounts of the finds from Aquae Calidae (pres-
ent-day Burgaski mineralni bani) (®uaoB 1910; Filow 1911). However, it
must be said that B. Filov was not present during the works in the spring and
relied on the information provided to him (®uaoB 1910: 216). Some pub-
lications were written by geologists who mention the discovered artefacts
and structures. Such examples include B. Angelov’s article on Aquae Cali-
dae (AnzeaoB 1939) and an entire series of papers by B. Radoslavov on the
springs at Blagoevgrad (PagocaaBoB 1941), Pancharevo (PagocaaBoB 1938),
Belchin (PagocaaBoB 1934), to name a few. B. Radoslavov cooperated with
the National Museum in Sofia (the predecessor of the National Archaeolog-
ical Institute with Museum — Bulgarian Academy of Sciences), so in some
instances, he even provided detailed information on the dating of the finds,
e.g. for the coins from one of the springs near Blagoevgrad (PagocaaBoB
1941: 4).

Another valuable publication for the study of thermalism in Thrace is A.
Azmanov’s reference book “Bulgarian mineral springs” (A3manoB 1940).
In it, the author provides information on the springs’ properties and mineral
composition and mentions finds discovered in or around the water sources.
However, in some instances, his work is incomplete with regard to archaeo-
logical artefacts, e.g. he mentions that the springs at Momin prohod (Sofia
region) were ‘“not particularly famous” in Antiquity since no remains of Ro-
man baths have been discovered (A3manoB 1940: 191). In fact, the site was
excavated, and the finds have been published, albeit briefly (BeakoB 1924;
BaaacueB 1933).

The last and most numerous group of publications regarding mineral
springs consists of popular guides to modern spas. They often include a
short historical reference to the use of springs in the past. Unsurprisingly,
the guides do not include bibliographic references; thus, the information is
impossible to trace back to its source and verify.

The difficulties outlined above pose the question of how to best proceed in
the presentation and analyses of sites that have not been excavated and thus
cannot be undoubtedly identified as thermal sites. In both of their disserta-
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tions, C. Zanetti and M. Marcato present sites either in the catalogue, i.e.,
identify them as thermal sites, or in a list of excluded sites® (Zanetti 2017: 374-
376; Marcato 2017: 435-440). The latter also includes a list of dubious sites.

Based on the specifics of the state of research on the territory of Roman
Thrace, I have decided to separate the dubious thermal sites into a separate
catalogue. In it, I have provided all the information available to me at the
time of writing with the intention to complete or revise the dataset in the
future, should more evidence become available. Furthermore, the eventual
publication of my research will make this information available for further
study and discussion.

The next segment of the paper concentrates on the choice of informa-
tion entered about each given thermal site by the Italian colleagues. First, a
brief outline of the water’s chemical and medical qualities is provided. The
relevant archaeological, epigraphical, and historical data is presented in a
series of “files”: an “archaeological file” with two sections — architectural
structures and artefacts discovered on site; an “epigraphic file” with relevant
inscriptions; a “literary file” with a collection of passages describing a given
spring; an “itinerary file” with the mention of the site in ancient itineraries.
The data is supplemented with images and a bibliography (Zanetti, Marcato
2016: 381-383).

This classification of information demonstrates an in-depth knowledge of
the specifics of Roman spas. In particular, differentiating sites with architec-
tural remains and those without them is extremely valuable and essential for
understanding Roman thermalism. It demonstrates the awareness that ther-
mae were not an obligatory element of thermal sites. As F. Yegiil comments
in his study on baths, the places where mineral water was used usually began
as the spring in its natural state and, over time, developed into more substan-
tial structures (Yegiil 1992: 110-112).

Furthermore, mineral sources were also cult places because the healing
properties of the water were attributed to the deities worshipped there. Reli-
gious devotion around mineral springs could take multiple forms: deposition
of coins or other objects, such as votive reliefs or even fruit, or a more com-

3 In the dissertations of C. Zanetti and M. Marcato the lists of excluded sites are divided

into two parts — the first includes the sites where the water is not mineral, but Roman ar-
tefacts were present and the second — sites, where the water is mineral, but no finds from
the Roman period are attested (Zanetti 2017: 13; Marcato 2017: 14).

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plicated ritual as can be presumed by the more elaborate buildings intended
for worship (Bassani, Fusco 2019: 3). Based on the study of religious wor-
ship in thermal sites in Italy, M. Bassani introduced the terms “‘structured”
and “unstructured” sites, which respectively describe sites with architectural
embellishments and those where only movable artefacts were discovered
(Bassani 2014: 144-148). This differentiation is also applicable to Thrace,
where large thermal complexes like Diocletianopolis (present-day Hisarya,
Plovdiv region) and Starozagorski mineralni bani (Stara Zagora region) ex-
isted alongside sites such as the spring at Krasnovo (Plovdiv region) or that
at Belchin (Samokov region), where only votives were recovered from the
water source, and there is no indication of the existence of a bath building or
even a catchment installation (LlonueB 1948; PagocaaBoB 1934).

Sites with no registered archaeological structures have often been over-
looked in the study of mineral springs in favour of complexes, including
thermae and notable architectural features. I would argue that not including
mineral springs without buildings in studies on thermalism leads to distor-
tion in our view of the phenomenon. More modest sites situated away from
large cities indicate that thermalism did not limit itself to the Romanised
population in the urban centres but was also popular with the inhabitants in
rural areas.

Studies on the religious practices at mineral springs have demonstrated
significant diversity throughout the provinces of the Empire. Some authors
even propose that cult practices in the vicinity of springs do not fit into a
strict theoretical structure and, therefore, should be examined through case
studies or by limiting to a particular aspect (Bolder-Boos, Calapa 2019: 117-
118). The variety of votives offered at springs is an exemplification of this
phenomenon. Objects with anatomical shapes, including internal organs,
were quite popular in Italy and Gaul. However, there are also many provinc-
es where such artefacts have not been discovered, e.g. in Spain (Carneiro,
Gonzalez Soutelo 2019: 75) and Thrace.

The diversity in cult practices is also observed in the deities worshipped
at mineral springs. In Thrace, those are predominantly Asclepius, often ac-
companied by Hygeia and Telesphorus, the Nymphs; deities like Artemis
and Hercules are sometimes worshipped as well. In Italy, Apollo seems to
have been the most popular, followed by the Nymphs and Silvanus, Miner-
va, Jupiter, Salus and Hercules (Bassani 2019: 17). From the standpoint of
the study of thermalism in Thrace, the absence of Asclepius from thermal
sites in Italy is puzzling. However, as argued by M. Bassani, in Italy, the de-
ity’s healing powers were not related to mineral springs (Bassani 2019: 17-
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18). This is an exciting observation, indicating that the beliefs surrounding
Asclepius differed fundamentally in both areas. The Nymphs, on the other
hand, are in general related to water and springs (not only mineral ones), as
demonstrated by I. Valchev (BbaueB 2012).

Apart from archaeological artefacts, the Italian colleagues have also re-
viewed epigraphic, literary and itinerary evidence, which they present in
sections (Zanetti, Marcato 2016: 382-383). Once again, we see the scholars’
wish to gather all the available information. It also demonstrates the diver-
sity of the sources and the need for their classification, allowing for a more
straightforward analysis.

As far as epigraphic evidence is concerned, there is a substantial number
of inscriptions both in Italy and Thrace. The inscriptions are predominantly,
but not exclusively, of votive character. Many of them mention the name of
the individuals making the offering which constitutes an essential clue for
the reconstruction of the clientele of thermal spas.

However, there are significant differences between the material available
for Italy and Thrace in terms of literary and itinerary evidence. Literary ev-
idence for Roman thermalism in Thrace is practically absent for the period
from the 1% to the 4™ century AD. Therefore, this category does not apply to
Thrace, which in turn can be pointed out as a significant difference. Howev-
er, it must be said that Italy is an “anomaly” in this respect. Considering the
number of authors gravitating around the capital city, the ample evidence
should not be a surprise. Italy is one of the areas of the Empire best docu-
mented in literary evidence.

The itinerary evidence poses yet another difference between Thrace and
other provinces. M. Marcato notes the importance of various itineraria for
the identification and localisation of thermal sites (Marcato 2017: 98). This
is mainly due to the numerous sites bearing the name consisting of Aguae
(waters, springs) and an adjective (e.g. calidae — hot) or another word des-
ignating something specific for the site (e.g. Sulis, Granni, etc.). In Thrace,
however, only one site bears the name Aquae Calidae. All other thermal sites
manifest different toponymy; hence their thermal aspect is not recognisable
solely by their name. As most itineraria were lists of settlements along a
given route, the lack of specific names for thermal sites renders the latter
invisible to scholars.

Turning our attention to probably the most infamous itineraria — the Tab-
ula Peutingeriana — a significant portion of the sites, whose name includes
Aquae, are seen in Italy and the Empire’s Western provinces. They are even
marked with a vignette consisting of a square building with a blue court-
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yard representing a pool (Fig. 1) (Peréx Agorreta, Rodriguez Morales 2011).
Only one site in Thrace is shown with this vignette — the Aquae Calidae
near Burgas (Fig. 2) mentioned above. For this reason, I would argue that the
information from ancient itineraries is not particularly useful for studying
thermalism in Thrace.

In conclusion, the methodological approach used by the Italian col-
leagues, as described by C. Zanetti and M. Marcato, can also be applied
successfully to the Roman province of Thrace. A definite advantage of the
discussed methodological framework is that it can be fine-tuned to the spe-
cifics of a given study area, in this instance — of Roman Thrace, by adapting
the collected data types.

Going back to the issue of whether Thrace was a centre or a periphery
of Roman thermalism, it is safe to say that local phenomenon bears many
similarities to the general practices in other parts of the Empire, e.g. the ex-
istence of sites with architectural remains and those without. The discovery
of Hellenistic coinage in springs in Thrace attests that their worship predated
the Roman presence. Therefore, the argument that the use of mineral springs
began with the arrival of the Romans in Thrace simply does not stand. What
can be argued is that thermalism became more visible archaeologically in
the Roman period. It is then that we see the emergence and deposition of
votive reliefs, a practice that was not common in earlier periods.

Some of the attested cult practices support the local origin of thermalism.
The absence of Asclepius from thermal sites in Italy, while he is the princi-
pal deity in such contexts in Thrace, can be attributed to different traditions.
Such interpretation is also supported by the difference in votive materials in
the two areas.

As far as the popularity of thermalism is concerned, Thrace was defi-
nitely not a periphery; the number of sites is comparable to that in other
areas, which indicates that thermalism was a popular practice. Furthermore,
the dispersion of thermal sites throughout the province’s territory makes it
evident that the phenomenon was not site- or area-specific — it was wide-
spread. Another argument supporting the latter is the existence of thermal
complexes alongside sites where only votives were discovered — thermalism
in Thrace demonstrates the same diversity as in other provinces.

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The Tropaeum Traiani fortress (Adamclisi commune, Constanta county,
Romania) is one of the most important economic, political and religious
centers in Dobrudja from the Roman period (within the province of Scythia),
specialized research carried out for more than 120 years revealing a large
amount of historical, archaeological and architectural information dissemi-
nated in both scientific and popular works (Tocilescu 1893: 13-34; Murnu
1910: 155-161; Papuc 1974: 325-337; Doméneantu 1975: 231-240; Barnea
1975: 61-65; Barnea 1977: 261-271; Barnea et al. 1979: passim; Sampetru
1994: passim).

Systematic archaeological research in the southern neighborhood sector
of the Tropaeum Traiani citadel (today known as sector C, but originally
called D) has provided over time numerous data of archaeological, historical,
architectural, etc. interest. These started in 1969, but were not long-lasting.
They were resumed at the end of the last decade of the previous century and
have continued (with minor hiccups) to this day, not far from the southern

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gate of the city, built in the days of Emperor Constantine the Great (d. 337).
The purpose of the research was to obtain new information regarding the
overall picture of the late Roman habitation complexes and the existing street
system in the area, mainly the via forensis (or cardo), which gently descends
north-south to the gate.

Three possible civil (private) buildings of the Roman period have been
identified so far, conventionally named 1, 2 and 3 (Talmatchi, Sova 2015:
137-192; Talmatchi, Sova 2016: 173-192). The most impressive is no. 2,
located on a large area in the western part of the forensis villa, south of the
forensis basilica (fig. 7). It is a Roman house of the Domus type, slightly
adapted to the construction space in the vicinity. At Tropaeum Traiani we
can mention also other edifices that could belong to the same category of
Domus. Near the eastern gate, on the ruins raised in the 4™ century A.D., we
note a building (with the dimensions of 48 x 20 m), which had four rooms
(with an interior courtyard) and a porticum. We add the great edifice D3
from sector D, as well as D7. The last was considered “monumental both
as a plan and as a stretch”, with many rooms organized around an interior
courtyard with two porticus.

At this stage of the research, we can specify that we are in front of a large
and important building, oriented north-south (slightly north-west and south-
east), with a width of 25 m and a length of 45 m. Several compartments of
the building were discovered, among them an atrium (7 x 5 m) and a ves-
tibule (11 x 4 m) (Talmatchi 2021: 502). Interestingly, the atrium does not
exactly occupy the central space of the building, deviating from this rule. It
was arranged in its southern half.

According to the plans of similar constructions for the Roman era, the
building should have had, at least in the 4"-5™ centuries A.D., rooms with
special purposes. The destruction of some rooms by damaging the partition
walls and the creation of smaller ones by erecting some walls of unshaped
stone bound with clay (action undertaken in the second phase of habitation,
during the 6™ century A.D.), affected the original interior composition of
the edifice. This trend or necessity of repartitioning some big “aristocratic”
buildings through the increase of room numbers inside the same build spac-
es at the expense of comfort, it’s a general phenomenon manifested in the
Balkan region of the Roman Empire, from the end of 5" century A.D. All
this indicates a change of the urban environment in close connection with
the economic phenomenon (the lack of prosperity and the rise of the number
of the poor population). At Tropaeum Traiani, in the first half of 5 century
A.D. took place the consolidation in the precinct wall, as it was observed
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near the east and south gates, to which were added new extra muros build-
ings with stone walls bounded with clay. The last big constructive phase in
Tropaeum Traiani belongs to Emperors Anastasius (d. 518) and Justinian |
(d. 565), being used again stone walls bounded with clay for private con-
structions, some even considered to be palaces, which had spaces designated
for craftsmanship and commercial activities, by their close proximity to the
main circulation networks of the city. Along edifices nos. 1-3 from C I we
also mention at Tropaeum other buildings with similar walls as D1 and D2
from sector D, or A1 and A2 from sector A. At the same time, here we could
observe that the main changes that regard the diminishing of the habitable
space are related to the later usage phases.

This edifice can be included in the category “Domus” (maybe slightly
adapted for the possible constructive space from the district), belonging
probably to some aristocratic family (Talmatchi 2021: 506-507). It’s made
not far from the basilica forensic and very close to via forensis, the second
main street of the city. The archaeological research on this edifice was also
correlated with those carried out on the cardo (one of the main traffic routes
in the city), and the analysis of its functionality depended on its position in
the urban plan and easy access to the network of inner streets within the
neighborhood South. Overall, and through the nature of the small archeo-
logical findings, the edifice had a civilian character, private, initially with
a lot of available space. At this stage of research, the entire construction
has a rectangular and axial plan (being organized on length). Also, on both
sides of the central axis, in a symmetric way, constitutive spaces it should
be arranged. It’s noted countless of times changes in the rooms plan, a fact
signaled also at other edifices of this type in Dobrudja. At least in 4"-5"
century A.D., the edifice should have rooms with special destinations, ac-
cording to the plans of such constructions in the Roman epoch, consecrated
and identified archeologically in the west and east of the Empire.

The pavement discovered in the atrium and in the vestibule shows differ-
ences in the way the tiles are processed and laid out. An analogy to this sit-
uation can be found in another edifice (conventionally called B9) in sector B
of the Tropaeum, inside three rooms (o, B and v), to which we can also add in
the area of an entrance from the cardo (Talmatchi 2021: 506). Probably the
entire building benefit of a pavimentum, at least in its early period of use, in
the rooms being slightly raised compared with the atrium. Later, especially
in the rooms, the stone slabs were dismantled to be reused in the construc-
tion or reconstruction of other important urban structures of the city. We
support the hypothesis that, as found in another archaeological context in the
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city, with the transformation of an edifice, partially or totally, from a living
space to a warehouse, interior renovations take place in the rooms, which
also lead to the removal of the previous stone slabs and their replacement
with a floor made only of yellow clay.

The presence of some large semi-buried storage vessels, of the type of
dolium (14 whole or fragmentary vessels), inside some rooms suggests a spe-
cial destination for these, that of storage-rooms or cereal storages, as is ob-
served in C I in the rooms and B, kept in situ, a similar situation with the one
discovered in edifice no. 3, A4 from sector A and D7. On the occasion of other
archaeological research carried out in other sectors of the Tropaeum Traiani, a
repeated alternation was observed in the sense that, inside some larger build-
ings, after a room containing at least a dolium, another one does not hold a
similar probably supply vessel. Of course, the situation should not be general-
ized, but we consider that it’s important to mention it as an analogy to what we
found in our research. So that one of the rooms could be considered a storage/
pantry, while the next one could have a strict residential purpose.

The dating of this large complex was done taking into account the con-
struction system, the materials discovered and the general situation known
from previous archaeological excavations in this area of the district, as well
as those in the rest of the city (Talmatchi 2021: 506). The building went
through at least two distinct main stages of construction-reconstruction. Its
initial construction belongs to the Constantinian era or not long after, to-
wards the middle of the 4" century A.D. The second stage would be partial
reconstruction (certain areas of the building) and then compartmentalization
(in the first two or three decades of the 6™ century A.D., perhaps the first half
of that same century).

With the attack of the Avars in 586 A.D., the city seems to have faced a
severe blow from the perspective of its urban character. To date, the last in-
formation we have regarding its evolution and the other centers belong to the
first and second quarter of the 7" century A.D., in the context of the new eth-
nic and military realities of the Lower Danube (ITapackuB-Taamauku 2020:
249-260), an attempt to maintain early Byzantine authority in this area.

The monetary discoveries specific to the late Roman and early Byzan-
tine periods are very well represented following archaeological research.
Proportionally, those specific to the late Roman era are the most numer-
ous (approximately 40% of the total of those discovered) and positioned in
secondary contexts. Those specific to the early Byzantine period represent
approximately 30-35% of the total of those discovered, ending as the last
issuer under the Emperor Mauricius Tiberius (d. 602). In general, we can
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mention among the discoveries, but in a small amount and also in secondary
positions, coins of the Macedonian kingdom (IV-III centuries B.C.), of the
colonies of Tomis, Callatis and others, early Roman, Ottoman and modern.

The last coin is three lei produced by the Romanian state in 1962, discov-
ered at a depth of almost 2 m at the bottom of a large pit that appeared in the
central-northern area of the domus-type edifice. And this piece constitutes a
terminus post quem, which proves the anthropogenic impact of the archaeo-
logical contexts in the sector through the massive dismantling of the walls in
the area of the southern quarter of the Tropaeum Traiani citadel.

Regarding the pre-Roman monetary finds, we draw attention to their large
number in relation to the known finds from all other sectors investigated
inside the citadel in the last 100 years. In the area of the southern quarter,
following archaeological research carried out in the last 20 years, around
20 coins minted in Callatis and Tomis (2"-1* centuries B.C.), respectively
in the Kingdom of Macedonia in the time of the sovereigns Philip II and
Alexander III. It is very possible that this area was part of an island from
the pre-Roman settlement, possibly with a habitation until the end of the 1*
century A.D., and the coins represent tangible traces of it. The site of the
coin finds is located near the highest point on the radius of the future Tro-
paeum Traiani citadel, not far from the current intersection of via principalis
and cardo, about 10 meters south of the side of the basilica forensis. On
the plateau east of the late citadel, following archaeological research, Gaetic
ceramic materials dated to the IV-III centuries B.C. were discovered; and
less from the III-I centuries B.C., which, according to the excavators, would
certify the presence of a Gaetic settlement on an area of about 1 hectar (Ar-
senescu et al. 2019: 62).

Along with the Roman vestiges, the last decade brought to the attention
of researchers, relatively discreetly, also artifacts specific to the early Middle
Ages, which appeared during the research of the southern quarter of the for-
tress. Most of them appeared in two pits where household waste was thrown,
deep pits in the late Roman habitation level, from the 6" century B.C. Ceram-
ic fragments were recovered from their filling (vessel rims and wall sherds
that belonged to pots without spouts and a bowl with polished or incised
decoration, gray ceramics, etc. appear), fragmentary glass bracelets was also
recovered from the filling of the pits, a circular weight made of a brick, four
clay sling balls, probably a miniature whip end (toy?) made of clay, clay and
lead spindles, silex, a horn with traces of processing (handle), two bone push-
ers, two bronze strap ends, appliques, links, a possible arrowhead, lead me-
dallions and probably a small iron anvil. From the area of the Domus type
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edifice come other numerous early medieval pieces: rings, one of which has a
pentagram, small crosses, bells, appliques, harness pieces, etc.

In 2021, the research also continued south of the Domus type edifice, in
the section where in 2020 one of the pits mentioned above was emptied. In
the eastern part of the section, below the area with the pit, the remains of a
clay floor, three log holes and the imprint of a fire pit were found. The area,
on which a dwelling was arranged, was developed between three Roman
walls (probably still well preserved in the early medieval period) and had a
length of about 7.30 m and a width of 2.60 m on the east and 2 m on the west.
It was adapted to the terrain and used already existing construction elements.
Four coins were discovered on its floor, which are folles minted during the
reign of Emperor Basil II (d. 1025), after 1020 A.D. Two specimens were
found in the southeast corner of the dwelling, and two others were discov-
ered 4.20 m and 4.50 m respectively from the east wall, all on the clay floor
(Paraschiv-Talmatchi, Talmatchi, Sova 2023: 141).

During the 2022 campaign, an expansion of an older section (S 10), now
called S 10 E (east), was also practiced, where several walls were outlined
on the surface that enclosed an approximately rectangular perimeter (fig. 2).
There, the walls of a possible room were identified (Talmatchi et al. 2023:
24), inside which were large, medium and small stones, along with Roman
and sporadic early medieval ceramic fragments (one gray), bones, large piec-
es of adobe, pieces of clay, fragmentary tiles, two lips sherds of dolia, etc.
Inside, the perimeter is 1.64 m wide and 2.64 m long. To a depth of 0.70-0.90
m, from a stratigraphic point of view, the deposit was a layer of fragmentary
stones and tiles. Between 0.90 and 1.05 m followed a layer of ash remains
(which contained a Byzantine coin of Basil II and a small ring). The maxi-
mum depth reached is 1.35 m, in a layer of ash-gray color. On the south side
of the building, a small and narrow access road opens directly to this are. This
proves that the indicated area was in use during the period when the edifice
was functional, serving the daily activities of the respective structure, perhaps
a storage place. At the same time, the presence of a coin minted for Emperor
Basil II would indicate its use with an as yet unknown purpose towards the
end of the 10" century and especially in the first quarter of the 11" century
A.D., or very soon after it. We also mention the existence of a fragmentary
wall (with variable thickness of 0.34—0.40 m), which is positioned almost on
the diagonal of the mentioned perimeter, breaking the eastern wall, which
was probably made in a later phase of habitation.

Over time, archaeological research has brought to light numerous traces
specific to the early medieval period in the Tropaeum Traiani citadel. In
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the south-west sector, 16 m from the precinct wall, in the curtain segment
between towers T17 and T18, a rectangular-shaped deepened dwelling (hut)
was discovered, 0.40 m below the current footing level, which cut the layer
below the ruins of the fortress. The hut had a fire pit in the northwest corner
and offered a rich ceramic material. He was dated to the 10" century A.D.
(Papuc 1979: 67). A ditch with a depth of 2.50 m was initially attributed to
the same period (probably made with the aim of dismantling the precinct,
by detaching the facade blocks), from the filling of which ceramic fragments
specific to the 9"-10™ centuries were collected (Papuc 1979: 77; Diaconu
1992: 325-326). The author of the research, starting from the discovery of a
coin issued for the King of Romania Carol I, will return to the chronological
framing of the moat and indicate the end of the 19" century as the probable
date of dismantling the precinct (Papuc 1986: 170).

The areas of the fortress gates seem to have represented direct attractions
for the representatives of early medieval human communities, from the per-
spective of the dismantling activity. Their traces are present almost every-
where and consist mainly of pottery sherds, some of which probably come
from vessels broken during work. Thus, the existence of a layer of rubble
and mortar was reported at the north gate in which ceramic fragments and a
,very beautiful* early medieval spearhead were discovered (Bogdan-Céténi-
ciu 2001: 24), and at the west gate, traces of habitation specific to the period
were identified, inside Tower no. 15 (Panaitescu 1985: 158). At the point
called ,,Annex fortification* (representing a perimeter attached to the pre-
cinct located near the southern gate of the fortress), the pronounced destruc-
tion of the wall, by removing large blocks of facing, was attributed to the
same early medieval population. In support of the hypothesis, the archaeol-
ogists who were in charge of the research of this area mention as evidence
the presence of traces of a habitation in the area of the horseshoe-shaped
bastion tower (T1), consisting of walls of limestone blocks bound with earth
(also extended in T2-T3-T4) (Barnea et al. 2003: 27; Barnea et al. 2007:
27-28; Papuc, lonescu, Constantin 2011: 347, 356), in ceramic fragments
dated in the 10"-11% centuries (Barnea, Ionescu, Constantin 2007: 17) and
even in the existence of a layer specific to this period (well compacted, dated
on the basis of ceramic fragments and two iron arrowheads) (Papuc, Ionescu,
Constantin 2011: 347). The same dismantling could also be found at the T2
towers (the most imposing of the annex towers) (Papuc, lonescu, Constantin
2011: 349-350), T3 (U-shaped tower) (Papuc, Ionescu, Constantin 2011:
351-352) and T4 (also a U-shaped tower) (Papuc, Ionescu, Constantin 2011:
352, 356), where also early medieval ceramic fragments were discovered.
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Leaving the actual area of the fortress, approximately 100-150 m south-
east of the fortified annex, ceramic fragments specific to the period in ques-
tion were discovered, since 1984, dated by the discoverers to the 10M-12%
centuries A.D. (Barnea, Ionescu 1997: 119). Referring to the same point,
Alexandru Barnea considered that the habitation here (as well as east and
west of the fortification), after the disappearance of the Romano-Byzantine
city, belongs to the 7™ century A.D., with a probable evolution until the 11®
century A.D. (Preda 1994: 29).

Other evidence of the existence of an early medieval settlement near the
Roman-Byzantine fortress consists in the identification of specific ceramic
fragments on the slopes that delimit its plateau (Panaitescu 1985: 158, note
6). To them are added the materials found in the area of the Triumphal Mon-
ument, recovered from the rubble thrown in the years 1882—-1890, which
reveal a habitation in this area in the 9"-10" centuries A.D. (Sampetru 1984:
44-45). A possible necropolis near the citadel and the previously presented
area is suggested by the fortuitous discovery, over three decades ago, of an
inhumation grave, on a private property in the intra-village territory of Ad-
amclisi, located approximately 1.5 km in a straight line from the south side
of the Romano-Byzantine precinct. It appeared at a depth of 1.50 m, was
oriented west-east and had an inventory composed of two ceramic vessels
dated to the first half of the 9" century A.D. (Panaitescu 1985: 157-158).

Also, the few monetary discoveries contribute to completing the exist-
ing information regarding the 911" centuries A.D. at Adamclisi. Initially,
the lack of monetary finds from the period 969-1028 (class A) suggested a
dating of the probable settlement in the 9"-10" centuries A.D. (Manucu-Ad-
amesteanu 2001: 75), also taking into account the hoard discovered on the
territory of Urluia, located very close to Adamclisi, which ends chronolog-
ically at the time of 945-959 (Dimian 1957: 199; Poenaru Bordea, Donoiu
1983: 244). However, the few recently published coins representing a bronze
issue from Basil II — Constantine VIII (976-1025; 1025-1028) (Custurea,
Adamescu 2013: 496, no. 1), one from Michael IV Paphlagonian (d. 1041)
(Custurea, Adamescu 2013: 496, no. 2), one from Constantin IX Monomach
(d. 1055) (Custurea 2007: 631, no. 1) and one from Roman IV Diogenes (d.
1071) (Vertan, Custurea 1992: 384, no. 1395), suggested an extension of the
initial chronological interval in the 11" century A.D.

During 2020, a Byzantine monetary hoard was discovered inside the
Domus type edifice near the south wall (Talmatchi et. al. 2021: 16; Para-
schiv-Talmatchi, Talmatchi, Sova 2023: 141). He was buried in very fine,
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loose soil, different from that nearby, which led us to think of his original
preservation in a leather or cloth bag that disintegrated over time. Above the
hoard, completely covering it was the lower part of an ancient broken bowl,
which was positioned upside down to hide the bag. The hoard is composed
of folles (anonymous pieces) from classes A 2 and 3 from Basil II — Con-
stantine VIIL, of the years 976-1028 A.D., in total 34 pieces; class B from
Emperor Roman III, of the years 1028-1034 A.D., a total of 16 pieces; class
C from Michael 1V, of the years 1034-1041 A.D., a total of 9 pieces; class D
from Emperor Constantine IX, of the years 1042-1055 A.D., in total 2 pieces
(fig. 3). Probably, the hoard was hidden due to the state of insecurity in-
stalled in the Istro-Pontic territory amid the Pecheneg raids from the middle
of the 10™ century A.D., and later. As a final burial date, this hoard is added
to three other hoards discovered at Dinogetia (1) and Pédcuiul lui Soare (2)
(Custurea 2000: 161, 164-165). Overall, it is the 56" hoard dated in the 11"
century A.D. from Dobrudja and is another proof of the turbulent history on
the border of the Byzantine Empire.

Then, during the archaeological campaign in 2022, a small baulk (nearly
3 m long, nearly 2 m wide and about 1 m high) was removed in room D of
the domus-type edifice, where it was discovered a vessel made of kaolin
containing 11 Byzantine coins from the 10"—11" centuries. (Talmatchi et al.
2023: 24) (fig. 4). This second monetary hoard is composed of 11 bronze
coins (folles), of which 9 coins of class A2-A3 (from the years 1000-1028
A.D., from the emperors Basil II — Constantine VIII), one of class B (of the
years 1028-1034 A.D., from the emperors Constantine VIII — Roman III);
one from class D (of the years 1042-1055 A.D., from Emperor Constantine
IX). The vessel, spherical in shape, was caught slightly inclined to the west,
under the large rubble, at its base and with the mouth covered and defended
by two tegulae, one of which is fragmentary, of a yellowish color. The depth
to the maximum height of the witness and the upper end of the tile is 0.50
m. Under the pit of the vessel we identified a yellowish-brown soil with clay
pigments, with burnt wood, relatively compact. The small hole in which the
vessel was placed was filled with loose, brown earth. The new small deposit
is positioned at a distance of about 33 m in a straight line from the previously
mentioned hoard discovered in 2020, in the north-east direction, composed
of 61 bronze coins (folles), having the same identified monetary pattern.
Both seem to have been hidden amid the insecurity in the Paristrion prov-
ince in the context of the Pecheneg raids in 1046-1048 A.D. So it seems that
the possible early medieval settlement at Tropaecum Traiani suffered greatly
from the prolonged invasions of the Pechenegs (1046-1048).
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Also, during the research in sector C, we found a scrap bronze coins from
the end of the 11" — the beginning of the 12" century (from the Emperor
Alexios I Comnenos (d. 1118) and from the end of the 12 century (from
Emperor Isaac II, of the years 1185-1195 A.D.). All these coins, unfortu-
nately, come from the soil resulting from the archaeological excavations of
more than 50 years ago, which was thrown over almost the entire length of
the western side of the Domus type edifice that we investigated.

We can not end the list of discoveries attributable to the Middle Ages with-
out mentioning among them another important monetary discovery, not only
for the Tropaeum Traiani, but also for the southwestern area of the Dobrudjan
geographical space. To the north-northwest of the ancient city of Tropaeum
Traiani, on the right side of the road to Ostrov, halfway between the villages
of Adamclisi and Urluia, in 2021, a local resident, during agricultural work,
found a small monetary hoard scattered on 7-8 linear meters (Paraschiv-Tal-
matchi, Talmatchi, Sova 2023: 142). It is composed of 28 coins from the
13" century. The issues are Latin imitations minted in Constantinople (be-
tween, roughly, 1204 and 1261 A.D.) and an imitation of the Latin Kingdom
of Thessaloniki (1204-1224 A.D.). The last coin is the one of the Bulagarian
Tsar Constantin Asen (d. 1277). Most of the pieces are cut, which is charac-
teristic for the local coinage after 1242, due to the passage of the Tatar armies
to the south of the Danube, there being a shortage of cash on the market in the
Istro-Pontic territory. We assume that the deposit was hidden under the threat
of imminent danger, during the 60°~70° of the 13" century. It might be relat-
ed to the still functioning road that connected the ancient Durostorum to the
coastal area, probably primarily to Callatis. And from here, along the littoral
coast to the north and northwest, to ancient Noviodunum and other centers
located on the Dobrudjan Byzantine bank of the Danube.

Moreover, the isolated discoveries in the area stop in the last quarter of
the 13™ century, with an issue from Emperor Michael VIII (d. 1282).

Stratigraphic, archaeological and monetary observations can complement
each other harmoniously to contribute to the identification of important se-
quences in the life of the local community in the 4"-6" centuries A.D. and
10%-11" A.D., in Tropaeum Traiani, one of the most important Roman pro-
vincial centers in the Roman province of Scythia and, respectively, the Byz-
antine one known as Paradunavon.

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Introduction

Archaeological research at Valu lui Traian (Constanta County), a local-
ity situated in the western part of the municipality of Constanta (Fig. I: 1),
which it borders, was determined by the construction of the A2 Motorway
— Bucharest-Constanta and was carried out, on a preventive excavation ba-
sis, during the period November 2010 — June 2011. On this occasion, over
approximately 1 km in length, several sites and structures were investigated
(Cliante et al. 2012: 294-295), as follows: a part of the small earth vallum,
known to be one of the three defensive fortifications that cross the territory
of Dobrudja, starting from the right bank of the Danube, south of Cernavoda,
and ending on the coast of the Black Sea, in the Constanta area (Barnea,
Stefdnescu 1971: 97-120); a part of the early medieval settlement locat-
ed inside and around a stone wall fort (fort IV, according to the records of
the German archaeologist Carl Schuchhardt, or fort XXII, according to the
records of the Romanian archaeologist Grigore Tocilescu), representing a
second defensive fortification of those mentioned above; and a part of the ne-
cropolis associated with the settlement. The excavated archaeological sites
are located in the south — southeast part of the locality of Valu lui Traian, in
the “Sinancea” point, respectively south of the stone vallum, and have the
following spatial situation (Fig. 1. 2): the stone vallum at the southern limit
of the current settlement; the castellum adjoined to the stone vallum, in a
point located southeast of Valu lui Traian; the settlement developed with-

in the fortified perimeter and its vicinity, whose complexes rarely overlap
the small earth vallum; the necropolis constituted south — southwest of the
castellum. The parts of the settlement formed around the castellum and the
necropolis that were researched are located approximately 300 m south of
the fortified area. The western part of the settlement and the southwestern
corner of the castellum have been cut off by an irrigation canal built before
1989. The land on which the archaeological sites are found is in agricultural
use, and there is now an earth road on the stone vallum.

Situated in a plateau area, the terrain has a gentle slope, which descends
from west to east, the necropolis being located in the higher part. To the east
of the settlement, in the lower part of the terrain, a marsh was identified, now
dried up, which in the researched area had a depth between 1.80 m and 2.10
m. Currently, there are approximately 12 km between the Black Sea coast
and the settlement at castellum IV.

Stone vallum and castellum IV Schuchhardt

Northern Dobrudja, a territory in southeastern Romania bordered on the
west and north by the waters of the Danube River, on the east by the Black
Sea, and on the south by Bulgaria, holds among numerous historical-archae-
ological sites on its territory, three linear fortifications that traverse it, from
west to east, through its narrowest point, largely accompanying the natural
barrier of the old Carasu valley (along which the Danube — Black Sea Canal
was largely built) and making it difficult to cross. These three fortifications
are: the small earth vallum, the large earth vallum, and the stone vallum
(Schuchhardt 1918; Barnea, Stefanescu 1971: 97-120; Damian 2015: 47—
91). Among these, the last one will be the center of our interest here.

The stone vallum is 59 km long and presents itself as an earth vallum that
includes a 2.10 — 2.20 m thick wall, with the northern face made of larger
processed stone blocks on the visible faces and the core of rough, smaller
stone, and mortar. At the beginning of the 20™ century, it had the following
state of preservation: a height of 1.50 — 2 m; the defensive ditch on the north
was 10 m wide, and the preserved depth varied between 2 m and 3 m; the
embankment and the ditch together had a width of 25 — 30 m.

The stone vallum has 26 castellums, mostly located in the south; their
registration was made by Gr. Tocilescu from west to east (with castellum
I being at the Danube), while C. Schuchhardt started from Constanta, with
his castellum I being on the Black Sea coast (Paraschiv-Talmatchi 2019a:
381-382).
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Schuchhardt’s castellum IV is one of the large castellum of the stone val-
lum (Barnea, Stefdnescu 1971: 104). It is rectangular in shape with rounded
corners, has an annex to the east, and was protected by a double earth vallum
and ditch on the west, east, and south sides (Fig. 2: I). It has an internal area
of about 400 (of which 70 is the eastern annex) x 200 m. On the route of the
stone vallum, the castellum is located before the defensive alignment turns
north, heading towards the old Carasu valley.

The settlement

During the almost seven months of research, 28 dwellings were registered
and investigated in the northern part of the settlement, that is, within the cas-
tellum, and about 128 in the southern area, on the highway route. To these
are added, in the southern area, about 65 ovens with a semispherical dome,
with an access pit (placed between living spaces), over 30 pits for storing
provisions or household pits, two annexes and two wells; respectively several
ovens with a semispherical dome, with access pits (located between dwell-
ings), pits for provisions and areas for depositing household waste, within
the perimeter protected by walls.

In the settlement, the living space is represented by dugouts and by ground
dwellings, both types being present inside as well as outside the castellum.
As in most Dobrudjan settlements of the period, the digout predominates
here, usually quadrilateral or with an irregular plan, with the walls of the
pit unlined or stabilized with stone (Fig. 3: [1-2), often reinforced with posts
in the middle of the sides and at the corners. Their depth, compared to the
medieval tread level, was about 0.50 — 1 m, and their internal area varied
between 6.5 m? and 13 m? (Paraschiv-Talmatchi 2017: 216). The floor was
made of 2 — 4 cm thick plaster, and the stone that lined the walls was some-
times caught with yellow clay. At numerous pit dwellings, post imprints were
observed, indicating that their upper structure was wooden. Some presented
repairs on the same imprint.

The ground dwellings had a square or rectangular plan, sometimes with
rounded corners, and also presented up to ten post holes (Fig. 3: 3). Some
of them had a stone foundation, the others were probably built on a wooden
foundation, possibly in some complexes the foundation was placed on the
stones that lined the edge of the room, for the purpose of protecting against
soil moisture. The interior area of the groud dwellings varied between 9 m?
and 14 m. In some, the existence of one or two flat, wider stones, placed to-
wards the center, was observed inside, which could represent the base for the
support posts of the upper structure; in others, two post holes were aligned
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in the center. The appearance of pieces of plaster with imprints of rods and
reeds in the filling of numerous living complexes documents the existence
of walls built in the wattle and plaster system (Paraschiv-Talmatchi 2017:
218-219). The floor of the ground-level dwellings was made of 2 — 4.5 cm
thick plaster. No wooden arrangements were observed in this regard.

Most living spaces had a corner oven built of stone or dug into the wall.
The hearth of the ovens was made of simple clay or applied over a layer of
ceramic fragments or fragmented bricks and stones. Singly or accompanying
the oven, some dwellings also had open hearths.

The study of living spaces from the settlement developed in and around
castellum IV Schuchhardt revealed exceptional situations, the data obtained
contributing to the clarification of chronological aspects or complementing
information related to interior arrangements and economic activities of the
period, respectively providing unique situations, which open new directions
for analysis.

One of the living spaces was part of an important context for the moment
of the construction of the east wall of the western precinct of the castellum.
This is the case of the dugout L5 from section S1, outlined at —1.05 m, over
whose eastern part the wall was raised (Fig. 2: 2-5). From this, an area of a
maximum of 2.40 m north-south, with 1.65 m east-west, representing what
was caught from its western part within the perimeter of the section, enter-
ing under the profile to the south, was studied. The interior threading level
of the dugout was at —1.60 m and consisted of a brown-yellowish plaster,
3 cm thick. In the central area of the investigated surface of the this dwell-
ing, two more successive plasters were observed, with thicknesses of 0.5 cm
and 2 cm, separated by thin lenses of yellow earth, probably made to bring
the floor to the same level. The plaster also well preserved the imprints of
three stakes, two placed on the north and west sides, and the third at 0.65 m
northeast of the west side. Relative to the northwest corner of the dugout,
the imprint on the north was at 1.70 m, and the one on the west at 1.80 m,
indicating their placement towards the middle of the respective sides, if we
relate to the dimensions of the other dugouts investigated here.

The situation observed during the research reveals the construction of the
eastern wall of the western precinct in the early Middle Ages. It was found
that it had been erected over the dugout LS5, whose inventory presents early
medieval ceramic material (including a fragment with olive-green glaze and
one made of kaolin with red paint lines). This dwelling was partially dug
into loess.
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In the same context, the groud-level dwelling L9, also from section S1,
should be mentioned, which was built over the precinct wall, a little further
north from L5, after its partial dismantling. It was outlined at —0.52 m, had
3.35 m from north to south, to which was added the row of stones (uncut
and bound with earth) from the foundation of the northern wall, with a max-
imum thickness of 0.30 m, and the maximum preserved width was 2.80 m,
being destroyed to the east. To the west and east, the floor of the dwelling
exceeded the width of the precinct wall. The floor was at — 0.70 m, was made
of brown-yellowish plaster, 2 cm thick, and towards the northwest corner it
kept the trace of the hearth of an oven. From the inventory of dwelling L9,
we must mention the early medieval ceramic material, including fragments
of amphorae.

Over L9, therefore, also over what remained of the precinct wall in this
area, a leveling was done with yellow-brown earth, which had almost 16 m
length from east to west and its height varied between 0.35 — 0.37 m. In the
perimeter of section S1, it stopped 10.10 m to the west of the wall and 3.40
m to the east.

In this leveling, which it slightly exceeded, another dwelling (L1) was
dug, located west of L9, but overlapping it by 0.10 m (the floor of L9 was
0.14 m lower than the floor of L1 in the overlapping area). This was outlined
immediately under the vegetation level, at —0.25 m, and its sides were 3.85
m on the north, 3.75 m on the south, 2.94 m on the west and 2.90 m on the
east. The floor, slightly whitened, located at —0.64 m in the central area, was
made of plaster and was 3 cm thick. The walls had also been plastered in the
dug part, spots of plaster could be visible at a height varying between 6 and
20 cm. Because the dwelling ended in a fire, the intensity of which probably
affected the southern limit, which had a more precarious state of conserva-
tion (otherwise, the ash of the complex was scattered across the width of
the section and about 6 m from the precinct wall to the west), due to the 2-3
cm thick layer of ash above the floor, the plaster became brown and brown-
gray in places. In the northwest corner there were five stones, two of them
seeming to cover the floor and mark an entrance. Well preserved by the floor,
some of them plastered inside, were the imprints of seven postholes, aligned
along the edges of the room, except one that was relatively towards the cen-
ter, i.e., 1.85 m from the northern limit and 1.65 m from the eastern one. For
six of these, the diameter varied between 0.15 and 0.19 m, and for the sev-
enth it was 0.10 m. An eighth posthole could be seen on the southern limit
of the complex. It had a diameter of 0.17 m and was located 0.98 m from
the eastern limit of the dwelling. Inside the dwelling there was no oven, and
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a probable open hearth could not be delimited due to the baking of the clay
floor in the fire. From the inventory of dwelling L1, we mention the early
medieval ceramic material, including the neck of a jar and a fragment with a
raised rib, both glazed, and the bottom of a vessel marked with a pentagram.

The construction and leveling over the precinct wall were probably done
after the extension of the castellum to the east and the erection of another
precinct wall, which would include a larger perimeter. Indeed, in section S1,
another precinct wall was recorded, about 70.40 m east, 1.35 — 1.40 m wide.

The stratigraphic situation presented above reveals that the east wall of
the western precinct of the IV Schuchhardt castellum was built in the early
Middle Ages and was abandoned during the same period (Paraschiv-Tal-
matchi 2019a: 394-395). The presence of the fragment from kaolin clay
decorated with red paint stripes in the dugout (L5), prior to the erection of
the wall, in context with an olive-glazed sherd shows that the wall was built
in the 10™ century (Paraschiv-Talmatchi 2019b: 83-85).

The fragments with olive-green glaze and from kaolin clay with red paint
stripes, discovered in L5, belong to ceramic categories characteristic to the
early medieval habitation in Dobrudja. Kaolinitic clays were used in the Is-
tro-Pontic territory, in the early Middle Ages, starting from the 9™ century,
but especially in the 10"—11" centuries, when they increase quantitatively in
the layer (their use is not a novelty, being used also in the Roman period).
In this chronological interval, a period of about a century is distinguished
when certain types of kaolin vessels were decorated with paint. If at the end
of the 9™ century their appearance was sporadic, during the 10" century the
painted kaolin clay pottery will multiply in presence in the layer, constituting
a chronological indicator (Comsa 1963: 109-111; Diaconu, Vilceanu 1972:
86). As landmarks, we mention the discoveries from the settlements of Cap-
idava, from the levels dated from the 9™ century and the next one, until 969
(Florescu, Florescu, Diaconu 1958: 173; Florescu 1958: 131; Cursaru-Her-
lea 2016: 144) and Dinogetia-Garvan, where they appear sporadically and
in complexes with coins from the Byzantine Emperors John Tzimiskes and
Basil I, dated from 969-989, but disappear in those from the end of the 10™
century (Stefan et al. 1967: 200-201), as well as those from the rock com-
plex of Murfatlar-Basarabi, where they were found in archaeological con-
texts dated from the second half of the 10™ century (Barnea 1962: 360). In
contrast, in the fortress on the island of Pacuiul lui Soare, where most discov-
eries come from living levels dated in the 11" century, only two fragments of
kaolin with painted decoration are known (Diaconu, Vilceanu 1972: 53, 85).
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The 10™ century adds to the inventory the olive-green glazed pottery,
whose appearance is generally associated with the restauration of the Byz-
antine administration in Dobrudja, after the 970s (Diaconu, Vilceanu 1972:
104; Damian 2015: 139). However, we must not omit that in the settlements
of Capidava (Florescu, Florescu, Diaconu 1958: 170, fig. 99, 206-207; Cur-
saru-Herlea 2016: 188), Poarta Alba (Diaconu, Vilceanu 1972: 104, note 57)
and Medgidia (Paraschiv-Talmatchi 2022: 358-3509, fig. 5) its discreet pres-
ence was observed in habitation levels before the Byzantine return, reveal-
ing an earlier appearance, sometime in the first half of the century. Starting
with the last two decades of the 10™ century, glazed vessels have become a
mandatory component of the pottery from the Istro-Pontic territory, being
present in all sites with occupation levels from the 10%-12" centuries.

Returning to the archaeological context LS — the eastern wall of the west-
ern precinct of the castellum IV Schuchhardt, we mentioned that the latter
had its facing made of large stone blocks (1.08 x 0.60 m, 0.55 x 0.45 m,
0.66 x 0.43 m), some shaped or semi-shaped, and the majority of the core
made of medium-sized stones, but also some large ones, bound with dense
yellow-brown plaster. The wall is still preserved in height on three rows and
has a maximum width of 2.40 — 2.50 m. It was found that, for the stabiliza-
tion of the terrain, in the area of the dugout the wall was placed over a solid
plaster (0.28 — 0.36 m high) of brown earth, with yellow lenses, pigments of
burnt wood, rarely reddish spots of baked earth and sporadic early medieval
ceramic fragments. To the west, the plaster was 0.30 m wider than the wall.
Both in aspect and in composition, it differs from the filling of the dwelling
(Paraschiv-Talmatchi 2019a: 392).

During the research, two structures, L8 and L10, were also recorded,
whose plan or interior elements can lead us to think of possible traces of re-
ligious life in the territory of Dobrudja, at the end of the 10™ century and in
the first decades of the 11" century. Both were located in the eastern half of
the western precinct of the castellum IV Schuchhardt and at a short distance
from each other.

The first structure had walls predominantly built from large and medi-
um-sized, irregular stones, preserved to a maximum height of 0.75 m, with
a thickness that varied between 0.20 and 0.46 m. Its shape was irregularly
quadrilateral, and the interior area did not exceed 8 square meters (Fig. 3: 4).
The pit of the dwelling L8 was dug 0,25 m in the yellow earth, and the walls
started from the level of the floor, with the stones being bound with earth.
Next to the eastern wall, starting from the floor level, there was a depression
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of 0.18 m that ended in a stone, upon which probably a post for supporting
the upper structure stood. Two more post holes were identified in the south-
east and southwest corners. The northern half of the western wall had been
erected over a pit, prior to the dwelling, with the instability of the terrain
here requiring two rows of stone below the floor level.

The floor of the complex was made of brown-yellow plaster, 2.2 cm thick,
and it was located at -0.92 m compared to the current level of walking. In
the central area, it was baked over a surface with a diameter of about 0.65 m,
1.5 cm deep, revealing the existence of an open hearth.

From the inventory of L8 we mention: a fragmentary spindle whorl made
of clay, burnt in a reducing atmosphere; a bone pusher; an animal horn; the
upper part of a pear-shaped amphora with a collar, on the shoulder of which
a sign is incised; fragments from pots without handles made from common
clay, superfical oxidizing fired, and ornamented with horizontal or wavy in-
cised lines; bases of vessels with a mark rendered in relief; fragments from a
spheroidal amphora, with cream-colored slip; green shale pottery; irregular
pieces of chalk, with grooves; faunal material etc.

The uniqueness of the L8 structure is given by the use of chalk blocks in
the construction of the walls on the west and east sides, interspersed among
the stones. Thus, in the western wall among the chalk blocks (some with fac-
eted surfaces, others broken), one could distinguish, towards the southwest
corner, at 0.50 m from the southern limit and 0.40 m above the floor, a block
on which small crosses, runes, and lines were incised. The face with the in-
cised signs was oriented northward, towards the adjacent stone, not towards
the interior of the dwelling, but it was partially visible. Another chalk block,
on which parallel lines and a cross were incised, was located 0.70 m from the
southern limit of the wall and 0.22 m above the floor. The face with incisions
was oriented towards the interior of the dwelling. In the eastern wall, at 0.80
m from the southern wall and 0.14 m above the floor, south of a post hole,
there was a fragmentary chalk block on which the wide arm of a cross and a
line were incised. Other chalk blocks were found among the stones that had
fallen into the dwelling. Rarely, ceramic fragments were used to fill the gaps
between stones. Thus, on the southern side, towards the southeast corner, in
the lower part, there were a fragment from a spheroidal amphora and a base
of a vessel with a mark in relief.

In terms of architecture and inventory, L8 has the appearance of a dwell-
ing characteristic of the early medieval period, but the presence of chalk
blocks with incised signs gives it a specific trait, which sets it apart. The
chalk blocks come from the Murfatlar-Basarabi quarry, supplying with
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construction material the stone vallum segment between Murfatlar and the
southeast of Valu lui Traian locality (Schuchhardt 1918: 29; Popescu 1966:
722). The quarry represents, as it is known, a part of the Tibisir hill complex,
alongside which there are also six rock-cut churches, galleries, tombs, and
a few rooms (Barnea 1981: 46-85). The fragmentary state of the majority
of incised blocks reveals that they come from the chalk hill churches, which
were either collapsed or abandoned.

Comparing the signs on the blocks discovered in L8 with those existing
on the walls of the rock-cut churches, we found that the most similarities
are found in churches B3 and B4. Thus, on the chalk block in the west wall,
located near the southwest corner, next to lines and runes/letters, several
crosses with punctiform heads have been represented, which overlap, form-
ing a star. This sign is present in church B3. Also, crosses with punctiform
heads, in a triangle (with the tip inside) or barred by short shafts, have been
frequently depicted in B3 and B4. And in B4 we find, in the old Slavic in-
scriptions on the west wall of the narthex and on a pillar between the nave
and the sanctuary (Barnea, Stefanescu 1971: 215, fig. 62/2, 219, fig. 67),
letters similar to those on a chalk block from LS.

The question arises whether the pieces of chalk were interspersed among
the stones of L8’s walls because the signs incised on them had a symbolic
charge for its occupants or represented a simple construction material, easily
procured, without any other connotation. The positioning of the signs, not al-
ways in easily visible places, would give the impression of the latter option.
But the situation of L8 just 3.30 m away from L.10, a complex with an almost
semi-circular niche on the east side (which may suggest an apse), seems to
contradict us.

The second structure, L.10, presented a trapezoidal shape, with an area of
approximately 9 m? (Fig. 3: 5). The maximum preserved height of its walls
was 0.80 m, but between 0.26 m and 0.50 m from the floor upwards, the wall
was only made of earth (a situation created by digging the dwelling into the
loess), after which large and medium, irregular stones were lined up on the
edges of the pit. The presence of numerous stones in the dwelling’s filling
and around it shows that the walls were taller, appearing partially collapsed.
The width of the stone part oscillated between 0.30 — 0.50 m. Next to the
north wall, on the interior, approximately in its middle, there was a post
hole, with a diameter of 0.20 m and dug to 0.20 m below the floor. East of
this, over a length of 0.65 m, the wall has three rows, and the stone descends
almost to the floor level, giving the impression of a former entrance, now
blocked. The room’s floor, located at —1 m from the current limestone level,
was made of brownish-yellow plaster and was about 4 cm thick.
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The presence of the niche, approximately semicircular, on the east side of
the complex, draws attention to it. The paved floor of the niche, arranged main-
ly from bricks placed relatively orderly and sometimes arranged on two levels,
among which a few fragmentary tiles were slipped, was 0.30 m higher than
the floor of the room. On the interior, the niche had 1.53 m north-south (on
the south, it partially entered under the profile), respectively 1.30 m east-west
depth. With the exterior walls, made of large and medium irregular stones,
placed in one or two rows, and kept on one or two rows, the visible north-south
length of the niche was 2.20 m, and the east-west depth was 1.70 m.

Inside L10 there was a horseshoe-type oven built from small and medium
stones, in the southwest corner. Compared to the floor level, it was semi-dug
(0.26 m) and had an access pit in front. The oven was 0.85 m long and 0.67
m wide, with the hearth being 0.70 x 0.37 m. The preserved height of its
walls was 0.40 m. The oven’s opening faced east and was 0.35 m wide. The
hearth still had ashes on top and was burnt deeply to 3.5 cm. The access pit
to the oven had 1 m x 1.04 m at the top and was 0.22 m lower than the floor
level. It was slightly sloped, making its surface shrink at the bottom.

In the northwest part, L10 had a bell-shaped pit, with a depth of —1.30 m.
The pit’s mouth was oval (1 x 1.30 m) and during the use of the room, it was
probably covered with a wooden lid. Its walls descended straight for 0.40 m,
then obliquely outward, so that the pit became approximately circular at the
bottom, with a diameter of 1.90 x 2 m. It could be a pit for storing provisions,
but its dimensions can also suggest an “extension’ of the interior space.

From the inventory of L10 we could mention: fragmentary and reassem-
bled vessels, most of them coming from the oven and its access pit; an ap-
proximately circular stone object (grinder) found in the oven; osteological
material, etc. In the filling of the pit in the northwest, there were numerous
early medieval ceramic fragments, a nail made of iron without a head, a tile,
two broken chalk blocks and two fragmentary bricks (even at the bottom),
charred wood etc.

The interpretation of this complex is difficult. In the settlement of Du-
rankulak (in northeastern Bulgaria), some of the dwellings have revealed
barns, most of them rectangular, but also round or triangular. They were
placed in corners or along one of the sides, had stone-built walls and were
dug in the rock. Others, independent, varied in typology (most often round
and oval, with a diameter varying between 0.70 m and 1.40 m), had been
built among the dwellings in the center, west, and south of the settlement.
They had well-kept walls, lined with small stones, dug to 0.50 — 0.60 m
from the ground level and had their bottom directly on the island’s rock or
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paved with stone slabs (TogopoBa 1989: 48-49, Taba. XVII/6, Tada. XVI-
11/4, Taba. XX VI). The presence of barns in Durankulak was correlated with
grain grinding devices, found in 69 of the dwellings (TogopoBa 1989: 45).
In the settlement of the Schuchhardt IV castellum, four artisanal spaces with
grinding devices were also discovered. Two of these are about 18 m west
(L 11) and approximately 17 m east (L. 14) of L 10, in section S1. None of
the complexes with grinding device had a barn. And L10 did not present a
grinding installation, but only a grinder and a possible provisions pit. Also,
the niche of L10 is not as deep as the barns of Durankulak, even its floor is
higher than the room. By comparing elements, we cannot assume that the
niche of L10 represents a barn.

On the other hand, the niche of L10, located on the east, was not fully
outlined due to the impossibility of creating a cassette towards the south (the
workforce was not provided by the museum). However, if we relate to the
rest of the complex, we do not think that it went much under the profile, so
we assume it was semicircular. The way the niche is arranged on the inside
(paving with brick) is interesting, and its placement higher than the walking
level of the room reminds us of the altar of some of the churches in Murfat-
lar, for example B4 (Barnea, Stefanescu 1971: 202). The plan of L10, made
in a rudimentary style, is similar to the plan of the B3 church in Murfatlar
(Barnea, Stefanescu 1971: 198) and to that of the Garvan-Dinogetia church
((Barnea, Stefanescu 1971: 233-235, fig. 72; Barnea 1981: 92-93). As in the
latter, the entrance was to the north, probably dictated by the arrangement of
the interior space.

The two structures, L8 and L10, discovered in the settlement inside the
castellum IV Schuchhardt, generally present, as it has been observed, the
characteristics of early medieval domestic architecture in Dobrudja and the
specific furnishing (Paraschiv-Talmatchi 2017: 211-230). They are particu-
larized by the presence of chalk blocks with incised signs, the cruciform one
being repeated (on L8), and the existence of an approximately semicircular
niche located on the east (on L10). The proximity of the two complexes is
also interesting, both seeming to present elements with a Christian connota-
tion. These elements, as well as their location a short distance from the rock
complex at Murfatlar (about 7.4 km, i.e. just over an hour’s walk), require
increased attention in analysis. The possibility of their use as a place for
Christian worship remains to be followed and analyzed. In a study published
in 1987, Ion Barnea explained the small number of places of worship for the
7"-10™ centuries and the following period by the possibility of their con-
struction in the same technique as the dwellings, therefore with a precarious

conservation over time that no longer preserves their distinctive elements
and which makes them difficult to identify (Barnea 1987: 87). Under this
impulse, it remains to be analyzed whether the two complexes investigated
inside the fortified area can be included in the religious architecture of the
10"—11" centuries in Dobrudja.

Among the special discoveries from the settlement at castellum IV
Schuchhardt, we mention four structures inside which elements attributed
to cereal grinding installations were preserved (TogopoBa 1989: 45-48).
Three of these were located in the eastern half of the western precinct of
the castellum (Complexes 11 and 14 in section S1; Complex 6 in section
S2) (Paraschiv-Talmatchi, Sova 2021: 137-139, P1. 2-3)!, while the fourth
was investigated in the extramural settlement, in the highway area (L1 in
S10). These elements, preserved to varying degrees of conservation, consist
of: two slabs fixed in the clay floor, approximately trapezoidal in shape, ar-
ranged vertically and in parallel, with a semicircular cavity at the top, placed
axially; a round, oblique pit, generally about 0.24-0.35 m deep, reinforced
with clay and filled with a limestone block, which sometimes has a concave
depression; a clay ring, 0.05-0.10 m high, surrounding the round pit at a
certain distance.

Two of these structures could be fully investigated: Complex 11, which
had an irregular quadrilateral shape with an interior area of up to 8 square
meters, and Complex 6, which had a trapezoidal shape with an area of ap-
proximately 6.5 square meters (Fig. 3: 6). The presence of the milling in-
stallation determined a certain organization of the interior space, somewhat
different from the layout of dwellings, in order to best serve its main purpose,
which we believe was craftsmanship. We assume that the cereal grinding ac-
tivity was not continuous and that the space could be adapted for habitation
by disassembling and storing the movable parts of the installation (Para-
schiv-Talmatchi, Sova 2021: 147).

Through the four complexes, the research conducted in the settlement at
castellum IV Schuchhardt contributes to the completion of data regarding
agricultural occupations in Dobrudja and the level of technological advance-
ment achieved in processing activities during the 9™ and 10" centuries. The
inventory of sites shows a limited number of settlements with similar dis-
coveries: four in southeastern Romania (Oltina — “Capul dealului,” Valu lui
Traian — castellum IV Schuchhardt, Constanta — near castellum II Schuch-

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hardt, and Constanta — near castellum I Schuchhardt) and four in northeast-
ern Bulgaria (Durankulak, Kaliakra, Topola and Odarci) (bo6ueBa 1976:
123-126, Tada. 11, Taoa. X; AckuneoB 1981: 32, Tada. V; TogopoBa 1989:
45; AonueBa-ITemkoBa et al. 1999: 49-54). So far, cereal grinding devices
have been discovered only in settlements located south of the stone vallum
in the Istro-Pontic area. Three of these settlements evolved around fortress-
es situated towards the Black Sea coast, while the fourth one was located
along the Danube line in the southwestern corner of Constanta County. The
mapping of these discoveries with milling devices indicates a concentration
of such findings in southern Dobrudja and northeastern Bulgaria, revealing
their usage within communities that had relationships with each other or
shared a common cultural and technological heritage.

In addition to agriculture and cereal processing, the inhabitants of the
settlement were engaged in other activities such as cattle raising and leath-
erworking. We believe that a “furrier’s quarter” was located in the eastern
part of the settlement, towards the marsh, as indicated by the large number of
bone awls and sharpening stones with grooves, which were present in almost
every household in multiple quantities.

To the west, between the settlement and the necropolis, a quarter devel-
oped for craftsmen whose activities involved the presence of ovens and fire.
Here, immediately south of the small earth vallum, there were three kilns for
smelting ore and a complex that had a ceramic kiln on its western side (with
two chambers separated by a perforated plate), and on its eastern side, a kiln
dug in the wall (with a semi-spherical dome). Unfortunately, the construc-
tion of an irrigation canal probably in the 1980s, eliminated the possibility
of seeing the distance at which this “craftsmen’s quarter” was located from
the last dwellings.

The archaeological material in the investigated complexes as well as in the
habitation levels was rich. The most abundant material is pottery, both entire
and fragmentary vessels, made on both slow and fast wheels, using common,
fine, or kaolin clay paste, and fired in oxidizing or reducing conditions.

The most numerous types of pottery are made from common clay paste and
presents forms such as pots without handles, pots with handles, rare jugs, bowls,
and cauldrons, predominantly decorated using incision techniques. Vessels
made from cleaner, well-prepared clay paste sometimes feature a green-olive
or green-olive with yellow glaze on their surfaces. From within the castellum,
a fragment of a vessel similar to the jugs with yellow and olive stripes, associ-
ated with wavy horizontal lines, found in the area of Great Preslav (AonueBa-
ITemkoBa 1977: 188, Tadba. XX VI1/315), has been discovered.
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Pottery made from kaolin clay paste was decorated using incision tech-
niques or painting. Its forms include pots without handles, pots with handles,
bowls, and jugs.

Pottery made from fine clay paste, fired in reducing conditions, displays
shades ranging from dark chestnut to black. It has a relatively good presence
in the findings and was decorated using the luster technique. Its forms in-
clude pots with and without handles.

Various relief potters mark has been found on the bottoms of numerous
vessels across all categories.

Interdisciplinary analyses conducted so far on the pottery discovered
within castellum IV Schuchhardt and in the area south of it indicate the use
of common sources of raw material (Bugoi et al. 2020: 80-86).

Numerous household items were also found, including bone awls, spindle
whorls, brick sharpeners, grindstones, and sandstones. Additionally, various
objects made of bone (handles), iron, and bronze (appliques, rings) were
discovered.

To the west of the settlement and south-southwest of the castellum, on
the higher part of the terrain, lies the necropolis (Fig. 4). At this stage of the
research, we know the western and southern boundaries of the necropolis,
with the latter ending where the highway is now located. In this area, it was
delimited from the craftsman’s quarter and the settlement by what remains
of the small earth vallum. Some graves were made within the mantle of the
small earth vallum, but without extending further south. At the same time,
on the southern side of the vallum and the northern side of its ditch (of the
three defensive alignments traversing Dobrudja, the small earth vallum is the
only one with the main ditch on the southern side), a pit grave and an oven
were identified (Cliante et al. 2012: 294-295). The eastern and northern
boundaries are unknown, but it can be presumed that they are defined by the
settlement and the walls of castellum IV Schuchhardt.

Within the necropolis perimeter, 305 graves were investigated, all of them
inhumation burials. The most common type is simple pit graves, with the
deceased placed in a supine position, oriented west-east (with the skull to-
wards the west). Multiple burials in simple pit graves and stone cist burials
are also present. Additionally, there is one burial in a simple pit grave with
the deceased placed in a prone position. The excavated part of the necropolis
revealed its organization into funerary areas, delimited by wide ditches mea-
suring approximately 0.60 meters (Cliante et al. 2012: 294-295).

In addition to the 305 graves concentrated within the funerary areas in-
side the necropolis, there are 21 others discovered in the investigated seg-
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ment of the settlement. These represent part of the southern half of the set-
tlement, not the southern limit, which remained outside the highway. These
graves were in the form of simple pit burials, protected by stone slabs at
the head, simple pit burials delimited by slabs at the head and feet, or stone
cist burials. Their orientation was predominantly west-east or slightly south-
west-northeast (with the head towards the west and slightly southwest). They
were mostly arranged in compact groups, ranging from two to five graves.
Since some of the graves cut through or overlapped with dwellings, it is
assumed that they belong to the final phase of the settlement, indicating a
contraction of the settlement and possibly the formation of a new necropolis.

One hundred and ninety graves from these discovered at Valu lui Traian
have been analyzed at the Institute of Atnthropology “Francisc 1. Rainer”
in Bucharest’. Among these, traces of trauma were observed in 29 adult in-
dividuals, affecting the cranial vault and arms. Additionally, 4 individuals
showed sharp object incisions, possibly indicating evidence of military vio-
lence, located on the skull and lower limbs.

The funerary inventory is quantitatively limited and consists of glass
beads, fragmented or intact ceramic vessels, some containing animal bones,
bronze artifacts (earrings, rings, clothing buttons, buckles, appliques, belt
ends), and iron objects (buckles, flint, knives).

The positioning of the necropolis to the west, in the higher area, is not sur-
prising. The practice of locating burial spaces on elevated terrain compared
to the surrounding areas has been observed in other archaeological sites as
well (Stefan et al. 1967: 367; Vasiliu 1984: 107-141; Paraschiv-Talmatchi,
Talmatchi, Bodolicd 2015: 409). In the case of Valu lui Traian, the choice to
place the necropolis to the west seems suitable. The sacred area was delim-
ited towards the south and southeast by a visual landmark, the small earth
vallum. It was situated far enough from the water surface to prevent graves
from being affected by underground springs while still ensuring access to
usable water. It is likely that towards the end of the settlement’s existence, a
portion of its territory was transformed into a necropolis. The exact reason
for this functional change is not currently known.

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Conclusions

The various elements observed during the research, such as the construc-
tion methods of dwellings and ovens, the similarity of ceramic material and
inventory, and the presence of craft spaces, lead us to consider that the set-
tlement within the castellum and the area investigated 300 meters south of
it developed together. Interdisciplinary analyses also reveal that they were
served by a marketplace supplied with products from the same craftsmen.
The research conducted in the Valu lui Traian settlement, including the cas-
tellum and its neighboring area, has put a large-scale site on the archaeolog-
ical map of Southeast Europe. It has the potential to provide valuable con-
tributions to our understanding of the material and social conditions under
which the early medieval community operated, as well as the development
of settlement within the protective alignment. This predominantly Christian
community, based on the funeral rite and ritual, appears to have been influ-
enced by the monastic center in Murfatlar.

The size of the settlement, the large number of identified complexes, and
the rich inventory indicate a well-developed settlement from an economic
perspective. The presence of kilns for ore smelting and ceramic firing, as
well as numerous objects indicating leatherworking craftsmanship, support
this hypothesis.

The construction methods of the dwellings and ovens, their vertical ar-
rangement, the variation of inventories in different areas, and the presence of
graves among or overlapping with dwellings indicate the existence of mul-
tiple phases of habitation, probably three. The analysis of horizontal devel-
opment reveals an initial phase of settlement in its eastern half, towards the
marsh. Here, grey pottery predominates in the inventory, and one of the pop-
ulation’s occupations is leatherworking. Gradually, the settlement expands
towards the central and western parts, with glazed ceramics and bronze
items being more commonly found there. At some point, there is evidence
of a contraction of the village’s living area in the southern part of the settle-
ment, which was transformed into a necropolis. This is supported by the 21
graves that cut through or overlap with dwellings.

In this stage of analysis, which is not yet finalized, and where preliminary
considerations are presented, it is believed that the settlement at Valu lui
Traian functioned from the 9" century until the first half of the 11™" century.
No dwellings or other complexes from the Roman period or other epochs
have been discovered on the researched area.

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Introduction

Towards the end of Antiquity, the Danube frontier of the Byzantine Em-
pire will be greatly weakened by the attacks of the Avar and Slavic tribes
and the raids of the Kutrigurs. These events will lead to the beginning of the
abandonment and disintegration of the frontier, starting in the year 567. This
process will last until around the year 626 (Comsa 1974: 303; Comsa 1987:
222-223; Madgearu 1997: 138-143). One by one, the fortifications on the
Dobrudja side of the Danube came to the attention of the newcomers, with
signs of destruction evident in almost all of them, often accompanied by fire,
attributed to their actions. Among the affected fortifications, we mention
Halmyris (Murighiol), Noviodunum (Isaccea), Dinogetia (Garvan), Troe-
smis (Iglita), Beroe (Piatra Frecdtei) from Tulcea County, Carsium (Harso-
va), Capidava (Capidava), Axiopolis (Cernavodd), Sacidava (Dundreni) and
Sucidava (Izvoarele) from Constanta County (ITapackuB-Taamauku 2020:
250-252). The powerful and repetitive attacks of these populations, the di-
vision of the Byzantine army on multiple fronts, and the general economic
decline that affected the peripheral provinces of the empire in the last dec-
ades of the 6™ century, are just a few of the factors that led the Byzantine Em-
pire to abandon Dobrudja in favor of the Avar and Slavic tribes (ITapackuB-
Taamauku 2020: 258).

The context of the reconstruction of the Byzantine frontier
The political, external, and internal context of the last years of the reign
of Bulgarian Tsar Peter (927-969) led to the deterioration of Byzantine-Bul-
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garian relations, resulting in a series of military conflicts that culminated in
1018 when the Byzantine army ended the existence of the First Bulgarian
tsardom, bringing the Balkan region back under the authority of the Byz-
antine Empire (Obolensky 2002: 232; Zbuchea 2010: 330). Dobrudja was
among the first territories to be reconquered, as early as 971, when the ar-
mies of Emperor John I Tzimiskes (969-976) managed, albeit with difficulty,
to force the retreat of the Kyivan forces led by Svyatoslav (d. 972). The final
confrontations of this stage, which took place between 968 and 971, were
fought at Dorostolon (modern Silistra) in southwestern Dobrudja and result-
ed in the expansion of Byzantine authority over the eastern territories of the
Bulgarian state (Barnea, Stefanescu 1971: 28, 72-73; Paraschiv-Talmatchi
2021: 23-24).

The reintegration of Dobrudja into the borders of the Byzantine Empire
brought about changes in administrative, economic, and cultural aspects. In
order to protect the territory, the natural frontier of the Danube River was
strengthened by repairing existing Roman fortifications and constructing
new ones, creating points of control and intervention. Archaeologically doc-
umented actions of greater magnitude were carried out in several fortresses
located on the right bank of the Danube during the last quarter of the 10™
century and the beginning of the 11" century (Fig. 7). In northern Dobrudja,
at Noviodunum-Isaccea, which also houses the most important Danube ford
in the area, it was observed that the walls of the ancient citadel were repaired
for the purpose of reusing the precinct. It was also noted that the inner wall,
built of stone bonded with mortar and brick, was raised by one level with
early medieval ceramic material, which is attributed to the era of Emper-
or John I Tzimiskes (Barnea, Stefdnescu 1971: 76; Manucu-Adamesteanu
2001: 56-57).

At Dinogetia-Garvdn, the actions consisted of: cleaning and repairing the
walls and ancient towers, clearing debris, preparing the ground for future
construction through leveling, salvaging construction materials for reuse,
and reconstructing and strengthening the main gate of the citadel with a tow-
er, located on the southern side. These activities required the mobilization of
a significant workforce and revealed good organization, which could be co-
ordinated by a strong authority experienced in military construction (Stefan
et al. 1967: 20, 30-31; Damian 2015: 229).

Repairs are believed to have been made at the fortresses of Arrubi-
um-Madcin, Troesmis-Turcoaia (western precinct), and Beroe-Piatra Frecitei,
although the assessment is based on the discovery of material specific to the
10" and 11" centuries inside and in the vicinity of the ancient enclosures,
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rather than on the observation of concrete evidence (Barnea, Stefinescu
1971: 80; Damian 2015: 229).

Capidava was also integrated into the Byzantine defense system, as evi-
denced by the leveling activities and the construction of a precinct made of
earth-bound stones, which followed mostly the course of the ancient walls.
Inside the citadel, the foundations of buildings with a pronounced military
character were also observed (Florescu 1965: 22; Florescu, Covacef 1988-
1989: 240-244; Damian 2015: 229; Cursaru-Herlea 2016: 48).

The action of rebuilding and strengthening the Danube frontier, initiated
by John I Tzimiskes and continued by Basil II (976-1025), also involved the
construction of new fortifications, some of which were equipped with ports.
This is the case of the fortress at Proslavita-Nuféru, located at the mouth
of the Danube, about 12 km downstream from Tulcea, on the right bank of
the Sf. Gheorghe branch. Archaeological investigations have revealed that
Byzantine construction activity included the construction a fundamentis of
the enclosure with towers and the establishment of a port facility in the last
quarter of the 10™ century (Baraschi 1991: 403; Damian et al. 2007-2008:
107-112; Damian et al. 2012: 177-184; Stanica 2015: 164). Successive
enclosures with thick walls measuring 2.40-2.90 meters and preserved in
height at 4-5 meters have been identified, protecting a settlement located
on a high plateau (Médnucu-Adamesteanu 2001: 60-61). Outside the walls,
approximately 50 meters east of the citadel’s precinct, a lime kiln was dis-
covered, indicating an area intended for preparations for wall construction
(Damian et al. 2023: 602-605). In this context, it is worth mentioning the
presence on the left bank of the Danube, at Ilganii de Jos, of another for-
tress with walls over 2 meters thick from the ancient period, but presumed
to have been repaired and reused from the last quarter of the 10™ century.
It is believed that these two fortifications on opposite banks functioned si-
multaneously, with the role of blocking the passage of enemy vessels on the
Danube upstream (Manucu-Adamesteanu 2001: 60-61). A similar situation
was observed in the lower Danube upstream, before Durostorum (Silistra), at
Pacuiul lui Soare and Dervent.

To the south of Capidava, at Cernavoda-Hinog, it appears that a smaller
precinct of polygonal shape was built, located south of the ancient citadel
of Axiopolis, in the highest area of the naturally protected plateau. The cit-
adel, with its 2-meter-thick walls made of irregularly carved rough stone, is
attributed to the early medieval period (Barnea 1960: 76; Barnea, Stefdnescu
1971: 80; Manucu-Adamesteanu 2001: 40-42).

Not far south of Cernavoda, at Cochirleni (Rasova), there is the stone
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fortress of Cetatea Patulului (unexcavated), which has an approximately pen-
tagonal shape. It is believed to have been constructed in the early medieval
period, built over an ancient castrum (Schuchhardt 2018: 60; Diaconu 1973-
1975: 203; Florescu 1986: 173; Damian 2015: 55).

Further south, near the capital of the Theme of Paradunavon (Dorosto-
lon), the fortifications on the island of Picuiul lui Soare and at Dervent were
erected, facing each other. The first one, with an initial surface area of about
4 hectares, preserves walls that are 4.20 meters thick (reaching 5.90-6 meters
at the base) and 5-6 meters in height. The foundation of the precinct wall
was built using oak stakes passed through fire and inserted into the ground
at regular intervals. Oak beams were then placed longitudinally and trans-
versely on top of them, and the remaining gaps were filled with mortar. On
the southeast side, the fortress features a pier (several platforms that descend
outward, in the form of steps made of rectangular blocks), defended by rec-
tangular towers. Access from the interior was through a wide gate measuring
4 meters. The primary function of the fortress was as a naval base for the
Byzantine fleet and played an important role in controlling access on the
Danube towards Durostorum, the capital of the province of Paristrion. Ad-
ditionally, its location at one of the river crossings bestowed upon it the role
of a border fortress, serving as a checkpoint and guarding the area (Diaconu,
Vilceanu 1972: 23; Cursaru-Herlea 2016: 48). Simultaneously with the for-
tress on the island, a rectangular stone fortification was built on the hill of
Dervent, surrounded by an earth vallum and a moat (Manucu-Adamesteanu
2001: 37-39).

The placement of the new fortifications equipped with port facilities on
the most navigable branch of the Danube Delta during that time (the for-
tress of Proslavita-Nufdru) and in the vicinity of Dorostolon (the fortress of
Pécuiul lui Soare) reveals the important role assigned to them in the struc-
ture of the Lower Danube frontier. The reinforcement of these fortifications
through the repair of Roman fortifications and the construction of new ones
demonstrates the attention given by the Byzantine Empire to the newly con-
quered territory (Paraschiv-Talmatchi 2021: 25).

Harsova Fortress

In Harsova (Constanta County), there are two early medieval settlements,
one open and one fortified. The first, identified and researched in 2013-
2014, is located at the “Abator” site, at the southwestern edge of the city,
on the bank of the Danube River, about 1.2 km downstream from the Car-
sium-Harsova fortress. Here, 52 dwellings have been identified, probably
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including a workshop for processing osteological material, 11 household ov-
ens located among the dwellings (some with access pits), storage pits, and
household pits. In addition to these, there is an inhumation grave oriented
east-west, which overlapped with one of the dwellings. The open settlement
predates the fortified one, its existence beginning in the late 8" century and
ending in the 10" century (Paraschiv-Talmatchi, Talmatchi, Bodolici 2015:
397-423).

The second is the fortified settlement, located at the “Cetate” site, at the
southeastern edge of the city, also on the bank of the Danube (Fig. 2: I).
Its beginning dates back to the late 10™ century and is associated with the
moment of the Byzantine Empire’s return to the Lower Danube (Aricescu
1971: 355-356, 369; Damian 2015: 228). The early medieval precinct was
built on Byzantine foundations and is known as the “small precinct” on the
fortress hill because it has the smallest area compared to the ancient and late
medieval precincts (Fig. 2: 2). It has a rectangular plan with sides measuring
approximately 76 m on the east, 86 m on the west, and 80 m on the north (Pa-
nait et al. 1995-1996: 124). The southern side, approximately 90 m long, is
naturally defended as it faces the Danube, where the cliff reaches a height of
about 30 meters. The precinct features massive corner and side towers, and
the thickness of the walls varies between 3.70-4.40 m. The outer surface of
the walls was constructed with large, shaped parallelepiped blocks, separat-
ed by rows of bricks, while the emplecton consists of variable-sized boulders
and durable mortar mixed with coal and fragments of broken brick. Both
the walls and the towers were reinforced with longitudinal and transverse
wooden tie beams, the imprints of which are still visible (Barnea, Stefdnescu
1971: 80; Panait et al. 1995-1996: 124; Talmatchi 1998: 169; Manucu-Ad-
amesteanu 2001: 45).

The Byzantines did not repair the walls of the ancient citadel, probably
due to their poor state of preservation. Instead, they chose to construct a
new precinct, albeit with a relatively small surface area, because the area
held importance within the defense system along the Danube line (Barnea,
Stefanescu 1971: 80; Manucu-Adamesteanu 2001: 45, 47). The terrain on
which the fortified area was built is characterized by steep rocky slopes on
the southern side and difficult access from the east and west, providing nat-
ural obstacles to attackers. The high promontory was optimal for overseeing
the river, the surrounding territory, and the crossing ford from the Muntenia
Plain (Ciobanu 1970: 28-29). All these elements bestowed upon the fortress
the role of a control and defense point, both militarily and commercially
(Paraschiv-Talmatchi 2016: 130-131).
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In the second half of 2020, over a period of approximately six months,
a preventive archaeological survey was conducted at the fortress of Harso-
va, as part of a restoration, conservation, and cultural-tourism development
project for the site. The ongoing project focuses on the tower located on the
northern side of the small enclosure, the harbor area, and the walls on the
western side of the promontory. The project also includes the construction
of an information point for tourists on the eastern side, outside the small
enclosure, which provided an opportunity for archaeological investigation of
an area of 120 square meters.

The objectives of the preventive archaeological survey were driven by the
needs imposed by the proposed works within the project, while also obtain-
ing important archaeological data. These objectives included: stratigraphic
identification of the construction phases of the tower and the small precinct,
in order to ensure accurate historical restoration; highlighting the structure
of the “Commander’s Tower” and the walls of the small precinct, as well as
their foundations, in order to assess the preservation status of the elements
that were not visible; revealing the substructure of the medieval wall in the
harbor area and tracing its route in the section where it no longer appears on
the current surface of the ground; identifying possible port facilities of the
fortress. By achieving these objectives, the archaeological survey aimed to
provide valuable information for the restoration, conservation, and cultur-
al-tourism development project at the site (Talmatchi et al. 2021: 416).

The archaeological research revealed that on the southern side, the wall
of the small precinct and the tower were built on the rock. The rock surface
emerged near the tower at a depth of -3.98 meters (Fig. 3: 1). According to
the stratigraphy of the excavated area, the construction of the small precinct
and the tower dates back to the early Middle Ages, with the current stage of
research suggesting the second half of the 10" century. The construction was
preceded by ground preparation, which involved leveling with compacted
yellow-brown soil containing numerous Roman pottery fragments (4"-6®
centuries) as well as a smaller number of early medieval pottery fragments
(in comparison to the Roman ones). In some squares, the leveling was ob-
served up to a height of approximately 2 meters above the rock. The leve-
ling was also noticed on the northern side of the tower. The data regard-
ing the construction period of the precinct, obtained in 2020, confirmed the
statements made by researchers Andrei Aricescu and Mihai Bucovald, who,
based on archaeological excavations conducted in the 1960s, mentioned
the existence of three precinct walls, with the best-preserved and smallest
one having foundations at a level corresponding to the 10" century. They
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concluded that it was built during the time of Emperor John I Tzimiskes
(Aricescu 1971: 351, 356). It is unclear whether they observed the leveling
that we have discovered or if they reached that particular layer. However, it
is significant that the leveling layer contains ceramic material from the 10"
century, specifically from the second half of the century, indicating its con-
struction after the Byzantine administration’s return to Dobrudja for the first
time after the 620s.

Regarding the construction technique of the walls, during the excavation,
the presence of holes in the lower part of the foundation was recorded, which
corresponded to wooden elements (square beams in cross-section), similar
to those observed in the elevation. Some of these holes showed evidence of
reinforcement using iron tie rods (Fig. 3: 2-4). Bars and dowels were used,
which passed through the wooden beam and were also anchored at one end
into the masonry (Talmatchi et al. 2021: 416).

Eight dwellings were investigated within the excavated area inside the
small precinct. In addition to the eight dwellings, three pits with various ear-
ly medieval uses, an Ottoman period pit, and a building with stone and brick
walls from the 4™ century were investigated within the surveyed area. In the
SIA section, it was observed that the small enclosure was built over one of
the walls of the Roman structure, which was incorporated into its foundation
and not dismantled. The Roman building itself was constructed on the rock.

To the east of the small precinct, the preventive archaeological research
led to the identification of a craft-related installation, whose inventory re-
vealed its use as a workshop for producing and repairing metal objects. The
workshop in the extra-muros area of the Harsova fortress appears to have
operated as early as the last quarter of the 10" century, without excluding
the possibility of it being active in the early years of the following century.
It was likely contemporary with the construction of the small precinct (Sova
2021: 61-62).

An important discovery made in 2020 in the harbor area (Fig. 4: 1) is the
finding of a pier, which resembles the port facilities of the fortresses at Nufd-
ru and Pacuiul lui Soare in terms of its construction (Diaconu, Vilceanu 1972:
38-40; Damian et al. 2007-2008: 110). This pier is located on the southern
side, at the base of the rocky promontory, between two high spurs. Its pres-
ence is significant for the analyzed period and context, as it provides insights
into the maritime activities and trade connections of the Harsova fortress.

The port facility was discovered at a depth of -1.70 meters from the cur-
rent ground level. Rectangular limestone blocks were observed (with var-
ying dimensions ranging from 0.40 x 0.40 x 0.10 meters to 0.60 x 0.60 x
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0.10 meters). These blocks were meticulously worked on all visible faces
and were joined together with mortar, creating a platform-like structure that
descended in multiple steps towards the south, to the Danube (Fig. 4: 2).
The steps to the river are clearly visible and have the same width as the stone
block (Talmatchi et al. 2021: 418). In this stage of research, the pier has been
uncovered along a length of 11.50 meters and a width of 5-6 meters, but it
is not completely exposed along its entire length. The construction method
of the pier, its stratigraphy, and the materials discovered there indicate that it
was built in the 10™ century, post 970s (Nicolae et al. 2022: 155-156).

By combining the results of previous archaeological research with the
data obtained in 2020, it can be affirmed that the Byzantine Empire car-
ried out significant construction activities in Harsova. These activities were
preceded by land clearing and leveling. The construction of a smaller pre-
cinct and the establishment of a pier position Harsova among the objec-
tives and areas of importance for the empire, highlighting the significant
role attributed to the fortress both militarily and economically. This allowed
for the rapid development of the settlement, as evidenced by the successive
occupation levels within the fortress, attributed to the last quarter of the 10™
century and the 11" century, as well as in its vicinity. Benefiting from the
protection of the walls, a port facility, and the proximity to a Danube ford,
the settlement easily fit into terrestrial and river trade routes, becoming both
a market and a producer, as demonstrated by the discoveries made so far
(Panait et al. 1995-1996: 128-133; Mdnucu-Adamesteanu 2001: 45-47; Par-
aschiv-Talmatchi 2016: 130-137).
